Bible Study
In Adam? Or In Christ?

Introduction: In Corinthians, Paul addresses Christians who were living in sexual sin.
Today, many men attending church are deceived. Paul said their "minds will be led astray
from the simplicity and purity of devotion to Christ" (2 Cor. 11:3b). When we embrace our
identity “In Christ” we will change God’s way. God’s Holy Spirit sanctifies the heart so that
the outward fruit reflects “Christ!” Our faith and practice of living “In Christ” determines the
amount glory we reflect to God. “As all of us reflect the glory of the Lord with unveiled
faces, we are being transformed into the same image with ever-increasing glory by the
Lord's Spirit" (2 Cor. 3:18 ISV). We all are walking down one of two roads either God’s
Highway to Holiness or the way to hell.

“In Him you have been made complete, and He is the head over all rule and
authority; and in Him you were also circumcised with a circumcision made without
hands, in the removal of the body of the flesh by the circumcision of Christ” (Col.
2:11 NASB).

In Christ, I am redeemed and justified from my sins.

“Being justified as a gift by His grace through the redemption which is in Christ
Jesus” (Rom. 3:24 NASB).

“But to the one who does not work, but believes in Him who justifies the ungodly,
his faith is credited as righteousness" (Rom. 4:5 NASB).

“But by His doing you are in Christ Jesus, who became to us wisdom from God, and
righteousness and sanctification, and redemption” (1 Cor. 1:30 NASB).

“Found in Him, not having a righteousness of my own derived from the Law, but
that which is through faith in Christ, the righteousness which comes from God on
the basis of faith” (Phi. 3:9 NASB).

“"Who has saved us and called us with a holy calling, not according to our works, but
according to His own purpose and grace which was granted us in Christ Jesus from
all eternity” (2 Tim.

“For as in Adam all die, so also in Christ all will be made alive” (1 Cor. 15:22
NASB).

“In Him was life, and the life was the Light of men" (John 1:4 NASB).

In Christ, He abides in me.

"He who eats My flesh and drinks My blood abides in Me, and I in him" (John 6:56
NASB).

"I am the vine, you are the branches; he who abides in Me and I in him, he bears
much fruit, for apart from Me you can do nothing" (John 15:5 NASB).

“For in Him we live and move and exist, as even some of your own poets have said,
'For we also are His children" (Acts 17:28 NASB).

“So that the name of our Lord Jesus will be glorified in you, and you in Him,
according to the grace of our God and the Lord Jesus Christ" (2 Thes. 1:12 NASB).
“Now, little children, abide in Him, so that when He appears, we may have
confidence and not shrink away from Him in shame at His coming" (1 John 2:28
NASB).

“The one who keeps His commandments abides in Him, and He in him. We know by
this that He abides in us, by the Spirit whom He has given us" (1 John 3:24 NASB).

“So that whoever believes will in Him have eternal life. For God so loved the world,
that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish,
but have eternal life" (John 3:15-16 NASB).

“But whoever drinks of the water that I will give him shall never thirst; but the
water that I will give him will become in him a well of water springing up to eternal
life" (John 4:14 NASB).

"For this is the will of My Father, that everyone who beholds the Son and believes in
Him will have eternal life, and I Myself will raise him up on the last day" (John 6:40
NASB). “For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life in
Christ Jesus our Lord” (Rom. 6:23 NASB).

“Yet for this reason I found mercy, so that in me as the foremost, Jesus Christ
might demonstrate His perfect patience as an example for those who would believe
in Him for eternal life" (1 Tim. 1:16 NASB).

“And the testimony is this, that God has given us eternal life, and this life is in His

"I thank my God always concerning you for the grace of God which was given you
in Christ Jesus” (1 Cor. 1:4 NASB).

“Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with
every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ” (Eph. 1:3 NASB).

“You therefore, my son, be strong in the grace that is in Christ Jesus” (2 Tim. 2:1
NASB).

In Christ, I receive the promise(s) of the Holy Spirit.

“In Christ Jesus the blessing of Abraham might come to the Gentiles, so that we
would receive the promise of the Spirit through faith” (Gal. 3:14 NASB).

“In Him, you also, after listening to the message of truth, the gospel of your
salvation-- having also believed, you were sealed in Him with the Holy Spirit of
promise" (Eph. 1:13 NASB).

In Christ, I have obtained an inheritance and the promises of God.

“For as many as are the promises of God, in Him they are yes; therefore also
through Him is our Amen to the glory of God through us" (2 Cor. 1:20 NASB).

“To be specific, that the Gentiles are fellow heirs and fellow members of the body,
and fellow partakers of the promise in Christ Jesus through the gospel” (Eph. 3:6
NASB). "With a view to an administration suitable to the fullness of the times, that
is, the summing up of all things in Christ, things in the heavens and things on the
earth. In Him also we have obtained an inheritance, having been predestined
according to His purpose who works all things after the counsel of His will, to the
end that we who were the first

to hope in Christ would be to the praise of His glory” (Eph. 1:10-12 NASB).

"I pray that the eyes of your heart may be enlightened, so that you will know what
is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the
saints, and what is the surpassing greatness of His power toward us who believe.
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These are in accordance with the working of the strength of His might which He
brought about in Christ, when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His
right hand in the heavenly places" (Eph. 1:18-20 NASB).

“And my God will supply all your needs according to His riches in glory in Christ
Jesus” (Phi. 4:19 NASB).

“Here is the perseverance of the saints who keep the commandments of God and
their faith in Jesus" (Rev. 14:12 NASB).

In Christ, I am a son/daughter of the living God.
“For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus” (Gal. 3:26 NASB).

In Christ, I am His workmanship created for His good works.

“For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God
prepared beforehand so that we would walk in them” (Eph. 2:10 NASB).

"I press on toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus”
(Phi. 3:14 NASB).

“Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of God, according to the promise of life
in Christ Jesus” (2 Tim. 1:1 NASB).

In Christ, my heart and mind are filled with the peace of God.
“And the peace of God, which surpasses all comprehension, will guard your hearts
and your minds in Christ Jesus” (Phil. 4:7 NASB).

In Christ, I am filled with faith and love.

“And the grace of our Lord was more than abundant, with the faith and love which
are found in Christ Jesus” (1 Tim. 1:14 NASB).

“For those who have served well as deacons obtain for themselves a high standing
and great confidence in the faith that is in Christ Jesus” (1 Tim. 3:13 NASB).

In Christ, I shall never be disappointed.

“Just as it is written, ‘BEHOLD, I LAY IN ZION A STONE OF STUMBLING AND A
ROCK OF OFFENSE, AND HE WHO BELIEVES IN HIM WILL NOT BE DISAPPOINTED™
(Rom. 9:33 NASB).

In Christ, I live a triumphant life of victory.

“But thanks be to God, who always leads us in triumph in Christ, and manifests
through us the sweet aroma of the knowledge of Him in every place” (2 Cor. 2:14
NASB).

In Christ, the veil has been removed.

“But their minds were hardened; for until this very day at the reading of the old
covenant the same veil remains unlifted, because it is removed in Christ” (2 Cor.
3:14 NASB).
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In Christ, T will be tested and persecuted.

“Indeed, all who desire to live godly in Christ Jesus will be persecuted” (2 Tim. 3:12
NASB).

“Keep a good conscience so that in the thing in which you are slandered, those who
revile your good behavior in Christ will be put to shame” (1 Pet. 3:16 NASB).

“After you have suffered for a little while, the God of all grace, who called you to His
