In Christ!

In Christ, | have all the promises of God.

“For all the promises of God find their Yes in him.
That is why it is through him that we utter our
Amen to God for his glory. And it is God who

establishes us with you in Christ, and has anointed

us, and who has also put his seal on us and given
us his Spirit in our hearts as a guarantee” (2 Cor.
1:20-22 ESV).

In Christ, | am a new creation.

“Therefore if anyone is in Christ, he is a new

creature; the old things passed away; behold, new

things have come” (2 Cor. 5:17 NASB).
